RATIONALE: These projects include work at Dakota High 
School, Chippewa Valley High School, Chippewa Valley 9'h Grade Center and the 
Administration Building Central Kitchen. The bids came in under budget and work is 
scheduled to begin this spring and be completed in the fall of2015. 

This infonnation was reviewed with the Building & Site Sub-Committee on Monday, 
March 2, 2015 and funding will come from the 2010 Building & Site Funds 
($2,455,315) and the lAM Fund ($28,532). 
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
