RECOMMENDED MOTION: “That the Chippewa Valley Schools Bbard

of Education by resolution indicate its support of the Macomb Intermediate
School District proposed budget and the reading of the resolution be waived.”

RATIONALE: Section 624 of the Revised School Code, as
amended, requires intermediate school districts to submit a proposed budget to
constituent school districts by May 1% of each year for the next fiscal year and
requires constituent schootl districts, by resolution, to indicate support or
disapproval of the proposed budget for the next fiscal year of the intermediate
school district by June 1% of each year. Chippewa Valley Schools received the
proposed budget of MCISD prior to May 1%, Based on a review of the
information of the proposed budget, it is recommended that support for the
proposed budget be given.
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
